Introduction

The American Embassy in Bangkok and the Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs of the U.S. Department of State are pleased to announce the 2002 call for proposals for The Ambassador’s Fund for Cultural Preservation.  The Fund was established to help countries preserve cultural heritage and to demonstrate U.S. respect for other cultures.  Last year the Fund awarded grants throughout the world in amounts ranging from $5,000 to $40,000.

A.  Project Description

Describe the project and participants, including the major activities to be conducted and the time frame for completion.

B.  Significance

Indicate the importance of the cultural site (or sites), object (or collection), or form of expression in the country and in a global context (if appropriate).  Does the site or object/s have a historical or cultural significance to the population as a whole or in part? Is this a World Heritage site or a well-known monument or site? Does it attract numerous visitors or scholars? Is it in need of development? Is the collection in need of conservation?

C. Need

Detail the country's need, with specific reference to this site(s), object(s), museum collection, or form of expression.  What circumstances prevent the country from carrying out this project without U.S. assistance?

D. Impact

Describe the projected impact of the U.S. contribution to the preservation project. For example, will it allow the project to expand its scope, reach a wider audience, or upgrade skills, techniques or equipment?  Will it provide a long-term or interim solution to a problem? Will it help the people of the country better understand their heritage, or have a closer connection to it?

E.  Benefit

How would this project benefit the community and country?  Would the project help further relations between the host country and the U.S.? 

F. Budget 

In a narrative statement give the amount of funds requested and explain any cost-sharing (including in-kind contributions) from the host country government, international organization and private sector sources.  Attach a half-page budget. The following is a sample only:
